(otherwise, you may peel off the recent paint,
which will make you cry trust me), mark off the
diagonal between the two dashes. Makers
you press the tape edge down firmly so that
paint will not seep underneath it.

Repeat the process making another oneinch
stripe of red and another stripe of white.

With your red acrylic paint and a foam brush,
paint themarked off corner of the chalkboard. |
applied a thick coat of paint and then
immediately and gently removed the tape. Any
brush marks in the paint will mostly fade, and
those that are left will add character to your

piece. Isn't it great to add charactby being
sloppy? Yeah, I think so, too! After your redand white stripes are dry, create

a diagonal line from the upper right corner to
the lower left corner of your chalkboard frame
with your ruler. Mark a dash where the lower
side of the ruler crosses with the lower white
painted line.

Once the red paint is dry (about an hour), mark
off an inch from the red edges and add another
diagonal of painters tape. Also line the long red
edge with tape to make eleanedge. Paint the
marked off space white and gently remove the
tape while the paint is still wet.

1 Acrylic Paints: Moroccan red, Blue
Velvet, White, Burnt Sienna
1 Rusty Stars
1 40mmRusty Jingle Bell
1 30" Rusty Wire
1 Cropa-dile

Instructions:

1. Paint therim of the pot with Blue Velvet, let dry. Paint the botboof the pot with Moroccan red, let
dry. (I'm an impatient person so | use a heat gun to speed the drying process!) Splatter the whole pot
with white paint. NOTE: To splatter paint load a stiff brush with paint and with the end of another
brush or a crafstick quickly flick the end of the loaded brush causing paint to splatter onto the pot
surface. Remember to splatter AWAY from yourself! :)

2. After the splatteredpaintdries, use a damp sponge and Burnt Sienna and give the whole pot a
"wash" of Burnt Siema. Wipe off any excess. You don't want the wash to be too dark. This helps age
it and make it look more primitive.

3. Cut a 3' length of rusty wire and put a rusty jingle bell in the center. | used the barrel of my heat gun
as a form to make a large wiredp. This gives the jingle bell plenty of movement but the big loop
also keeps it from pulling up next to the pot where it won't make any noise at all. Give the wire a few
twists as shown to hold it in place and then thread the wire up through the hdtesipot.

4. Use the cropa-dile to put holes in the rusty tin stars. It takes quite a bit of muscle but it daek!

You can start with colored paper but make sure it is a thin weight paper as you'll be folding it several
times and the thicker it is, the more difficult it will befd. If you don't have colored paper
availablecomputerprinter paper works just greatf using printer paperDo not use a circle punch, the
paper is too thin and it will likely tear instead. Use a biscuit or cookie cutter, jar lid, compass, eite to tr
your circles and cut them by hand. When you've gone through the steps listed below you can then color
your plain paper by making a wash (paint and water mixture) to color your flowers.

Cut floral wire in half and dab some glue on

each end to keep the covering from fraying -
loose when you try tevork with it. When that is

Make your own pretty and patriotifourth of Julycenterpieces featuring perfect paper stars. Follow this
step-by-step tutorial to create your owa-sided fourth of july centerpieces.

Materials: Black Soot Distress Ink by Ranger
Recycled craft sticks from redn packages
1 2 Sheets of red and white striped Wide ribbon
12x12scrapbookpaper "Wild Love" Hot glue gun

9 from Paper Trunk Maybe Baby line

1 1 Sheet of 12x12 designer Kraft paper from
the Paper Trunk Krafty Collection

1 3 Jourmal spots from the Paper Trunk Krafty
Collection Instructions:

1 1 set of white "Benny" alphabet stickers
from Paper Trunk

9 12 inch long strips of paper from the Paper
Trunk Rockabilly Collection Small scallop
border Fiskars punch

1 6 petal flower punch

i Tattered Angels Glimmemists, blue and
red

9 Colorbox blue pigment ink

Scrapbooking adhesive
Recycled cappuccino can
Red, white, and blue plastic bags

Follow theinstructions herefor making a 5

point star using a 12x12 inch piece of paper and
one cut. Use the star pattern to cut a star from
the red and white striped papeamnd the sheet

of kraft paper.Fold the red and white striped
stars in half at each of the points. From the
center point of the star, each arm of the star

will be folded so that the fold is up. The part of
each fold thatdoes notgo out to the arm of the
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star isfolded so that the crease goes down.
When finished, the stars will look like barn
stars. With the star folded flat cut about 1 inch
off the peak in the center part of the star so
that you have a star shaped hole in the middle
of the star when it is unfolde

One of the red and white striped stars will go on
each side of the Kraft paper. Glue the tip of
each star arm to the tip of the Kraft paper star
arms using a hot glugun or quick drying
adhesive.Cut two jounal spots from the Kraft
paper.Punch a sdbbped border from thePaper
Trunk Rockabilly paper.

Cut 3/4 of the way through the paper from the
straight edge toward the top of each of the
scallops. Overlap each of the cuts so that a
circular shape can be made out of the strip of
paper. Glue the scalped strip to the back of

the circular journal spot. Ink the edges of the
scalloped border with blue ink. Make two paper
roses using the flower punch (there are quite a
few tutorials on this on the Internet).

Spray tue Glimmer Mist on the rose&lue one
rose to the center of each journal spot 9. Add
Happy4th of Julyaround the edge of the
journal spot.To makehe "th" on 4th trim down
the "t" and "h" letters. Adduly4th around the
rose on the second journal spatlso trimming
the "t" and "h".

Using a hot glue gun, adhere the journal spots
over the starshaped holes in the center of the
striped starsAdd hd glue to the top of a
Popsicle stick and glue i the Kraft star by
sticking itunderneath the red and white striped
star. Do this on both sides of the Kraft st&tue
two additional sticks to the bottom of the first
sticks so that the support for th&tar is three
sticks long. Tie 2 bows from the wide ribbon
and glue to eackide of the Popsicle sticks.

Cut a strip of Rockabilly paper wide enough to
cover an empty cappuccino can. On the black
and white side of the paper, spray red Glimmer
Mist along o of the long edges and blue
glimmer mst along the other long edg&lue

the red, white, and blue strip of Rockabilly
paper to the can.

Cut a third journal spot frorthe Krafty

Collection paperCut out a star shape from a
piece of scrap paper to createnaask. You do

not need the star shape, you need the star
shaped hole in the piece of paper. Place the
mask on the journal spot and spray red Glimmer
Mist on the bottom of the star and blue
GlimmerMist on the top of the star.

Spell out the word "celebrat in Benny
Alphabet stickersGlue the journal spot to the
can to cover the gap between the ends of the
paper or the sem where the ends came
together. Stuff the can with red, white, and blue
plastic bags. Place the star in the can and put
your new centerece on display!
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
